Emigrating has been for me the best thing I have ever done. I came to England three years ago, from one of the poorest places in Africa. Since I remember, I had always been nobody. I didn't have any money, any human rights, any special attention… 

Now,I look back and I find that I was like the world's rubbish. I had to sleep outdoors, hugging each other to get some heat and eating what we found on the floor. When my whole family was killed by a lion while they were looking for something to eat, I didn't get impressed. I am not going to lie you; I thought about committing suicide, but I knew I had a lot of things to do here. That was the begginning of my emigration. I walked and walked, crossing the whole continent. Sometimes I felt that I was dead. 

I walked over the bridge Europeans built in 2060. This road links Africa with

Europe. When I arrived in Spain, I started to look for some money to afford a plane to England, my destination. When I had the money I took a plane. In half an hour I was in England and I knew that my trip ended there. 

But I had another problem. I had to begin a new life. I started working as a waiter, earning ten pounds a day and working the whole night. When I had some free time I played the guitar. People said that I was really good with it. I

have to say that there wasn't any racism. People say that fifty years ago it was very common to find a racist, but now it is different. I was happier than in any moment of my past. I found my place in the world.

Nowadays I work as an officer, earning two thousand pounds every month, and I am a very recognised guitarrist. It looks strange. The world's rubbish is now a part of it. I only have one reason to explain this. Fifty years ago I couldn't had done it. Nowadays, racism has been removed, so I have more opportunities than before. If you think that racism is still alive, then you are not a person who had joined hands with others.
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
